BOOTH INFORMATION

e YOUMUST HAVE A 3-SIDED BOOTH. Walls/backdrops must be minimum 6 feet or higher. Booths must have a
professional appearance with covered backdrops on 3 sides. (Two (2) sides for corner spaces). Booth structures or

materials cannot extend into adjacent spaces or aisles. If you do not have a proper backdrop or booth walls, you
will be charged an additional $75.00 for a 3-sided pipe and drape only booth.

o ELECTRICITY: No additional charge. Electricity is limited to 240 watts per booth. Electricity requirements will be
closely monitored and enforced.

e After receiving your application, you will be notified with an acceptance packet.*

e REFUND POLICY: Full refund will be honored up to the last day of January, 2011. Half refund will be honored up
to the last day of February, 2011.
